HOA Meeting Recap:

Our May Camden Pointe HOA meeting was held on Wednesday, May 19th.  Three homeowners attended as well as Joe Beckford, Tony Corroto, Avonda Hendricks and Russ Webb of the Camden Pointe HOA Board of Directors and Kenna of All-In-One Management.  Topics discussed were the Game Truck Party Fund Raiser, the pool, the lakes, the clubhouse, and the DOT project.
The Game Truck is Coming!  Pat Hendricks is sponsoring a fund-raising party for her son to go on a mission trip to Australia this summer.  The Game truck party will be on Friday, June 4th at the large clubhouse.  A separate ad for this event will appear elsewhere in this newsletter.

Camden Pointe Book Swap is Coming!  Alicia Trahan is organizing what will hopefully be the first annual Camden Pointe Book swap.  It is scheduled for Saturday, June 5th in the small clubhouse.  A separate ad for this event will appear elsewhere in this newsletter.

Pool:
· Scott Garland from Aquamania introduced the summer 2010 lifeguards and fielded questions.  During the peak season, there will be a 2-hour overlap of lifeguards and a pool gate checker.  Pool bands will be enforced.  Problems seen so far include foul language, horseplay, and non-residents attempting to use the pool. 

· We will be installing holes for the poles at the pool for backstroke flags so we can stop using the buckets filled with cement and have a safer and more professional set-up for swim meets. Work will be completed before the first swim meet.

· Pump number three is making a shrill whining sound indicating it is on its way out.  We replaced the other two last year and will no doubt have to replace this one in the next couple of weeks.
· For the 2011 season, we will need to make a few more upgrades to our pool.  Items to be included for next year’s budget include, tiles on the deck marking depth and indicating no diving allowed, adding a fourth filter to the pump house, and replacing the aged volcanic ash with fresh sand.  He indicated if we do this work in the off season, like in January, we would be eligible for a discount.

Lakes:

Buzz brought up that some scum is starting to build up after all the rains we’ve had and we may need another lake maintenance visit before our next quarterly scheduled visit.  Buzz suggests we perform a new lake study as part of the greater capital expenditure study we’ll budget for in 2011.  This will help us decide how much money we should be setting aside from reserves for the long-term lake health.  We will also look into getting some help with lake maintenance from the EPD of the Georgia DNR.

Clubhouse:

Tony has suggested we put a poly liner in the crawl space under the large clubhouse as a vapor shield to stop the musty odor in the large clubhouse. All agreed and he is going to investigate the cost of the liner and the Board members will put it down ourselves.  Tony also replaced all of the burnt out lights and spots around the pool and we should be good for pool season and swim meets. He had an electrician install photocell timers for the pool lights.

The swim team wants to put in holes for poles at the pool for backstroke flags so we can stop using the buckets filled with cement. Work to be done this month.

Landscaping

The DOT project of installing new sidewalk on Kings Tree Pass is beginning and the white reader-board sign had to be moved to accommodate.  This will mean a little extra tree trimming.

Neighborhood Signage:

Lately there has been an abundance of signs popping up around the neighborhood.  As a reminder, please remember the covenants on this issue, namely:

· Contractor signs should only be in homeowner’s yards while the work is being performed and should be moved immediately upon completion of the work.

· For Sale Signs – only ONE sign is permitted in the yard of the home for sale or rent
· No political signs of any kind are allowed to be displayed in the neighborhood.
